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Cabins you only have to share with two
people (all crew bunks shown are
stacked triple) and real cots! Quite 

seriously, even on modern nuclear subs,
only officers enjoy such luxur y. (Also,

six toilets and two urinals for a crew of
20!) There is one extra cabin; it was
used by Arronax, Land, and Conseil.

There had been other 
casualties aboard Nautilus.

The planesman controls the horizontal
diving planes and ballast tanks from
here. He sits sideways to get a bettter
sense of the pitch of the boat, near to

the planes to make the linkages simpler.
This is why Arronax did not mention

seeing the planesman in the pilot house.
Nautilus’s amidships planes are

probably her most serious design flaw.
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Nautilus does not have fly-by-wire
controls; and this is where the speed

of the boat is actually set by the
engineer on duty based on
commands from the bridge.
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
